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Cambridge Dictionary defines soup kitchen as a
place where free food is given to people with no
money or no homes and with no questions asked.

In Indonesia, this is not a common thing. It normally
pops up during emergencies such as in the events of
natural disasters, pandemic and in refugee camps.
Here, we refer it as dapur umum. 

There are many ways to get involved in this social
program. One can host an event, donate, advocate,
organize a food drive and volunteer.
